Supplies
Students should bring the following to class every day:

· A pencil, pen (black or blue), and red pen

· Student Planner/Assignment Book

· Folder

· Notebook

**If a student does not come prepared to class, he/she may sign out to retrieve something.  Three sign-outs in one quarter will result in a notice.  Every sign-out after three will result in a notice.

Parent Signatures
Papers will be sent home for parent signatures at the teacher(s discretion.  Progress reports may be requested by the parent at any time.

Homework Assignments
In order for students to master the material, it is necessary for them to complete homework assignments.  There are times when homework assignments will be collected for a grade and other times when we will go over the homework in class.  Either way, it is imperative that students complete all homework assigned.

· Students who do not have their assignments completed will receive a zero.  In addition, a notice may be given for incomplete assignments.

· If a student habitually does not have assignments completed, a phone call will be made to the parents.

Outside Reading

· Students should have a (novel in progress( with them at all times during the school day.

· Students will respond to the novel in a variety of ways in a Reading Response Journal (RRJ).

· Students will read at least one AR book each quarter and complete the quiz for that book.

· AR quiz results will be kept in the RRJ folder.
Absences

It is the STUDENT(S RESPONSIBILITY to complete all assigned work during an absence.  Please refer to the student handbook for guidelines regarding the absent work policy.  Assignments not made up within the specified amount of time will be given a zero.
· All assignments will be posted in the classroom and on Mrs. Girten(s website.

· Tests and some in-class work must be made up with Mrs. Girten.  See Mrs. Girten to arrange times to make up this work.

· Students should talk to classmates to get any class notes that they missed.

Grading Policy

The language arts grade will be divided into a literature grade and a grammar grade.  All grades will be based on percentages.  Then, categories of grades will be weighted as follows: 

· Tests and projects will be weighted at 100%.

· Quizzes and some in-class work will be weighted at 75%.

· Homework assignments and some in-class work will be weighted at 50%.

Computer Policy
Some assignments will be required to be typed.  Students will be given advanced notice of any assignment that must be typed and should not wait until the last minute to print out the assignment.  Should there be a problem with the computer at home, students have the following options:

· Save the assignment on a disk to be printed at school.  The disk must be accompanied by a note from the parent explaining the computer problem.  The disk MUST be brought to Mrs. Girten by 7:30 a.m. on the due date.

· Neatly write out the assignment on loose-leaf paper using blue or black ink.  The assignment must be accompanied by a note from the parent explaining why the assignment is not typed.

· See Mrs. Girten to set up a time for the student to work in the school computer lab to complete the assignment.

Grading Policy
