Health class meets four days a week for an entire semester.  Some of the topics taught include:  tobacco, alcohol, marijuana, illegal/prescription drugs, advertising, and the four parts of health (physical, emotional, social, and mental).  At least once a month the students read from the Current Health Magazines.  The magazines have a variety of fun and interesting health articles for the students to enjoy. 

Expectations

· Come to class prepared (textbook, pen/pencil, notebook) 

· Respect one another

· Positive attitude

· Participate in discussions

· NO CHEATING!  If a student is caught cheating, he/she will receive a zero for that assignment/test/quiz and a notice.

· Keep the classroom in order.

Assignments/Tests
· The majority of assignments and projects will be done in-class.  On the occasion that an assignment or project is issued as homework, the student will be expected to turn the assignment/project in at the beginning of health class the day it is due.  Late or unfinished assignments will result in a notice. If a student is absent, it is the STUDENT’S RESPONSIBILITY to complete all assigned work given during the time of his/her absences.  (Refer to the student handbook for guidelines regarding the absent work policy.)

· All tests will be announced at least one week in advance. We will do some sort of review the day before the test.  The tests will consist of multiple choice, true/false, fill in the blank, matching, and short answers.  (All of these types of questions will not be on each test at one time.)  If a student is absent on the day of a test, he/she will be expected to take the test the day he/she returns to school unless other arrangements have been made between the student and teacher.

Grading System

· Grading will be based on a point system.  Each assignment, project, quiz, and test will be given a point value.  For example, if a test is worth 60 points, and the student receives 52 points; the student will receive a score of 52/60.  To figure out the percentage, take the student’s earned points (52) and divide it by the possible points (60) then multiply by 100.  This will give you a 86.6%.
